
 

 

EYFS Statutory Educational Programme 
Literacy It is crucial for children to develop a life-long love of reading. Reading consists of two dimensions: language comprehension and word reading. Language comprehension (necessary for both reading and 

writing) starts from birth. It only develops when adults talk with children about the world around them and the books (stories and non-fiction) they read with them, and enjoy rhymes, poems and songs together. 

Skilled word reading, taught later, involves both the speedy working out of the pronunciation of unfamiliar printed words (decoding) and the speedy recognition of familiar printed words. Writing involves 

transcription (spelling and handwriting) and composition (articulating ideas and structuring them in speech, before writing).

(DM 2020: Communication 
and Language) 
Use a wider range of 
vocabulary. 
 
Know many rhymes, be able 
to talk about familiar books, 
and be able to tell a long 
story. 
 
Develop their 
communication, but may 
continue to have problems 
with irregular tenses and 
plurals, such as ‘runned’ for 
‘ran’, ‘swimmed’ for ‘swam’. 
 
Develop their pronunciation 
but may have problems 
saying: - some sounds: r, j, th, 
ch, and sh - multi-syllabic 
words such as ‘pterodactyl’, 
‘planetarium’ or 
‘hippopotamus’ 
 
Use longer sentences of four 
to six words. 
 
Be able to express a point of 
view and to debate when 
they disagree with an adult or 
a friend, using words as well 
as actions. 
 
Use talk to organise 
themselves and their play: 
“Let’s go on a bus... you sit 
there... I’ll be the driver.”
